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Introduction
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,\yhe phenomenon of street children represents a complex challenge which if not

address properly appears as a threat to the society. Almost every country and every city
witness the existence of these children. Their existence poses a broad spectrum of problem,
unfortunately a few steps have been taken to address. In Karachi the situation is same as
any other developing city. According to research study by Azad Foundation there are about 15000 children
spending their lives on streets. Either they have left their homes or lonely individuals. Several factors
are attributed for their escape from home. As observed by Azad research study physical violence
and parental fights were the main factors while poverty, peer pressure, freedom and earning
money were the most distinct factor drove that them on streets. Though landing on streets
starts with fantasies but unfortunately ends up in nightmares. Once they are on street they
fall into the category of defenseless victims and here the cruel circumstance triggers a vicious
cycle of never ending exploitation where brutal violence, sexual exploitation, ignorance
and chemical addiction (Solvent Abuse) become the part of daily routine. Research study
by Azad indicates that 63% of children have been sexually abused. Thus they are exposed

to high risk of sexually transmitted Diseases (STDs) and Sexually Transmitted Infections
(STIs). Other internal and external factors and elements drag these children into addiction
and the most easily available addiction for these children is the inhalation of solvents.
Research study by Azad revealed that 90% of street children consume adhesive glues, 26%
use petrol while 11% use thinner. Following the trends of streets, consequently they involve into
crime to fulfill their needs. In short street children are the most vulnerable population who are

deprived of basic need and whose right are always violated.

e //critical assessment suggests that their violent attitude, risky pattern and
dangerous demographic results into a breed of criminals, an easy prey for terrorists. In
current scenario of terrorism it is likely to say we are letting circumstance towards creation
of terrorists. A heavy responsibility lies on us to help them become a normal child, just
like child of ours before someone else manipulate in negative manner. In 2000 when
Azad Foundation took the initiative to highlight the issue at public level, it was unimaginable

to think about these children but with our commitment and support from individuals
we have been able to sustain our interventions. In 2004 Azad initiated provision of
services. A fruitful output appeared as the establishment of Day Care Centers Dost with
the support of UNICEF, at Jamshaid and Saddar Town, a Rehabilitation Center DEHLLEZ has also
been established for street children while land has been provided by City District Government,

Karachi.

Azad strategy revolves around four basic stages which are Identification, Prevention &

Protection, Rehabilitation and Reintegration.

Children are contacted on streets and counseled to visit centers for service delivery. Satellite points
have also been established at exit and entry points of city. Information is collected through these points
and children are reintegrated into their families if necessary. At this stage children are referred to

Day Care Centers gathering required information.

Prevention & Protection <>

Two Day Care Centers “Dost” has been established with the support of UNICEF in aspect of
prevention and protection for street children. Children are referred to these centers through
outreach worker, once the identification process is completed. Children are registered
here to avail the services. Centers provide a variety of services which includes: Meal,
Bathing, Medical, Life Skill Based Education, Psychological Assistance and Counseling
and Non Formal Education. So far a total number of 6340 children have been registered
to medical facility. Life Skill Based Education trainings have been provided to 3394
children.

Rehabilitation: <>

This phase focuses on rehabilitation of children. Children are referred from Day Care Centers
to Rehabilitation Center if they show interest. A Rehabilitation Center DEHLEEZ has been
established with the support of City District Government Karachi. At present Azad is managing
its expenses by its own. Dehleez is providing its services and children have been
accommodated to stay at night at well. As research study conducted by Azad revealed
that 90% of children usually sleep on footpaths. Dehleez provides a night shelter to these
children. It caters only those children who are registered with Day Care Centers. The
facilities provided to Street Children at Rehabilitation Center are bathing, laundry and
meal to instill habits regarding their health and hygiene. Experience sharing sessions
are conducted for the socialization of Street Children and to motivate them towards
life skill’s education. Social motivators introduce exercises of anger management or other

exercises to manage those behavior patterns which are risky and which they also want to change.



Vocational training is provided to registered children if they are interested. Short term trainings
are provided to children enabling them to be engaged in some income generating process.
Children are referred for advance trainings as well. Almost 761 children have been trained
in different trades including embroidery, stitching, cooking, woodworks, gardening, fabric

painting, and clay work.

Reintegration: <>

Final phase when children are mentally prepared and equipped with skills learned through Day Care
Center and Rehabilitation Center. Here children find opportunities to utilize their learned skills with
a fresh mind. Since children have been through to the stages from identification to rehabilitation
where they have been taught to start a new life leaving behind the past, so they are now able
to deal with concerns hindered in past. Children equipped enough through skills now have
opportunities to find a source of income. Team helps children in supporting for job. Children

who once left their home are reunited with their families and follow-up sessions are
maintained for further changes in behavior of a child. Family counseling is also provided

so as to sustain a peaceful environment. Reintegration consists of Job placement and

Microcredit.

Job Placement: Q

After rehabilitating, a child is required to find some respectable earning of his own to minimize
the chances of relapse. During the span of our services 88 children have been placed in different

areas of job as jewelery making, tailoring, auto-mechanics, and assistant electrician.

A revolving fund has been allocated for children once out of rehabilitation, as loans to start
some basic business and refund the money from their earnings. The loan has been provided
to 107 children to start with newspaper stalls, street vendors selling juices , selling fruits
and basic food items along the street. Almost 12% of the children refunded 80% of their
loan after having associated with appropriate source of income which indicates towards

a satisfactory situation.
